“The Buyer who is not the End Customer” is a Busgman that buys Goods or uses services for theogeiqf
using the Goods or services for his own businesiwities. The Buyer conforms to the General Purehas
Agreement and business conditions to the extemifsgxin the Commercial Code.

Warranty Claim Procedure

The Buyer is obliged to check the Goods delivergdhe Seller immediately after taking the respoitigjtfor
the Goods and its damages, i.e. immediately aftedélivery. The Buyer must check the Goods so ligat
discovers all the defects that can be discovereslibip check.

When making a Warranty Claim the Buyer is obliganl request of the Seller, to prove the purchasevalidity
of the claim by the Invoice or Bill of Delivery thincludes the product’'s serial number, or evetyuay the
documents without the serial number. If the Buyeesinot prove the validity of the Warranty Claimthgse
documents, the Seller has the right to reject tlersnty Claim.

If the Buyer gives notice of a defect that is novered by the Warranty (e.g. in the case that trearsvity
Conditions were not fulfilled or in the case of ogjing the defect by mistake etc.), the Sellerligilde to
require a compensation for all the costs arisimgnfithe repair. The cost shall be calculated acogrth the
valid price list of services and transport costs.

If the Seller finds out (by testing) that the protlis not damaged, the Warranty Claim is not a@mkpThe
Seller reserves the right to claim a compensatiortdsts arising from the false Warranty Claim.

In case the Buyer makes a claim about the Goodsstiegally covered by the Warranty provided by Seller,
the Seller shall fix the reported defects by mezrepair or by the exchange of the damaged paptaduct for
a new one. Based on the agreement of the BuyefSeher has the right to exchange the defected &d&mda
fully compatible Goods of the same or better techintharacteristics. The Seller is entitled to c®the form of
the Warranty Claim Procedures described in thiagraph.
